Being Special: where do we belong?

Week 1

Who do you care about?
How do we show care?
How do | know I am cared for?

LO - discuss who we care about and why.

Discuss family / parents / teachers / friends.

Activity — group discussion, chns quotes to be scribed.

Week 2

How do we show love?
How do | know I am loved?

LO - think about how we show love and know we are loved.

Introduce the idea that religions teach that each person is unique and
valuable — God loves each person.

Psalm 139
Isaiah 49:16

Activity — chn draw around their hands, write their name on the palm and
decorate.

Week 3

How do we show love?
How do | know I am loved?

LO - explore baptism and begin to understand what it means.

Recap idea from last week — Look at hand activity.

Look at Mark 10:13-16. Explain how this belief God loves chn is shown in
Christianity through infant baptism and dedication.

Consider signs and symbols used in the welcoming of chn to the faith
community e.g. water (pure and clean, candles.

Activity — watch and discuss baptism video.




Week 4

How do we show people they are welcome?
What makes us feel welcome?

LO - discuss what we could do to make people feel welcome and why it is
important.

What did people do to make us feel welcome when we started school?
What would we do to make someone new feel welcomed? Why is that
important?

Activity — group discussion, chns quotes to be scribed.

Week 5
Where do you belong?
How do you know you belong?
LO - think about where we belong and how we know we do.
Discuss where chn think they belong....nome / school / with family etc.
Discuss how people know they belong to religion. Islamic Agigah ceremony.
Activity — chn draw pictures of where they believe they belong. Adults to
annotate pictures with chns words.

Week 6

What makes us feel special about being welcomed into a group pf people?

LO - explore how people are welcomed into a range of religions.

Recap of feeling welcomed into school / how people are welcomed into
Christianity.

Consider how people are welcomed in other religions — Hindus celebrating
Raksha Bandhan.

Activity — group discussion, chns quotes to be scribed.
